All plants should be labeled with the botanical'hiame, common name accepted if botanical
name not known. You can write on a stick or.even the side of the pot, as long as it’s labeled.
Again, if you don’t know what it is, someone at the swap will be able to help.

We’ll get there at 10:00 to set up, but the actual swapping will begin at 11:00 AM. So get
there early to set up your plants and look over all the others.

The swap will go like this:

All the plants will be put lined up along the sidewalk in front of the building. At
11:00AM everyone will step away from the plants, and Master Gardener, Vickie Hodges
will call out for everyone to go get one plant. Once everyone has gotten their one
plant, we’ll call out for everyone to go for another. This will continue until all plants are
gone or until we just can’t go any more. If you have plants left that you brought that no
one picked up at the end of the swap, please be sure to pick them up and take them

home with you.
