WHEREAS, Mayor and County Recognition Day for National Service provides an
opportunity for elected officials to recognize the positive impact of national service in our cities
and counties, thank those who serve, and encourage more citizens to give back to their
communities; and

WHEREAS, the Corporation for National and Community Service joins with the
National Association of Counties (NACO) and county executives across the country to
commemorate the Mayor and County Recognition Day for National Service on April 5, 2016;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Forsyth County Board of
Commissioners hereby recognizes April 5, 2016 as Mayor and County Recognition Day for
National Service, and encourages residents to acknowledge the positive impacts of national
service in our county, thank those who serve, and find ways to give back to their communities.
